NCJWs Israel Granting Programs provide grants to
pioneering projects that teach, support,and empower
women, children, and families throughout Israel. Rooted
in the same values we place on issues in the US, the focus
is on literacy and empowerment for women and children.

Yad B’ Yad: NCJWs Initiative to Nurture Knowledge
supports organizations that serve at-risk groups in
Israel. Since its launch in 1998, it has funded hundreds of
grants to foster innovative learning for individuals of all
backgrounds, including:

= Alon's Social Empowerment and Academic
Education program is aimed at development and social
engagement of 15 young Druze women.

* Eden Association runs a boarding school for at-
risk teenage girls that provides protection from domestic
violence, neglect and sexual abuse.

= Gvanim Association for Education and
Community Involvement includes alternative education
for at-risk teens.

= MAKSAM: Gidon Association for Ethiopian Jews
in Hadera supports the Ethiopian-Israeli community by
strengthening self esteem of the children.

=  The Israel Women's Network runs “EQL:
Empowerment, Equality, Leadership” to empower young
women and change attitudes about gender equality.

* Wilderness Therapy's “From Feeble to Able” is a
treatment method for at-risk youth that involves a brief
and intensive program in a desert environment.

The needs of women and children are as great in
Israel as they are in Minneapolis,and NCJWV is there to
work for social change.

Get Informed on the Issues

Relief for the Unemployed

Before the Independence Day recess, Congress failed
to reinstate the federal unemployment insurance program
(Ul). By now, more than 2 million people have gone without
unemployment checks and 140,000 have lost COBRA
health insurance benefits.While the House was able to
pass a bill to restore unemployment benefits, the Senate fell
one vote short, with opponents expressing concern about
the overall cost. NCJWV is committed to ensuring that our
nation’s policies and programs provide a level of services and
income that meet basic human needs while encouraging self-
sufficiency.

» Act Now: Call your senators and representative and
tell them these benefits are urgently needed and must not be
held up by partisan politics.

Paycheck Fairness Act

Now is a critical time to push the Senate to pass the
Paycheck Fairness Act (PFA), a bill aimed at closing the
gender wage gap. The bill, a companion to the Lilly Ledbetter
Fair Pay Restoration Act signed into law in January 2009,
would strengthen the Equal Pay Act of 1963.The House
passed PFA along with the Ledbetter bill over a year ago but
the Senate has yet to act. In the decades since passage of
the Equal Pay Act, the wage gap has narrowed but Caucasian
women continue to earn a mere 77 cents for every dollar
earned by their male counterparts, while women of color
earn even less.

» Act Now: Contact your senators and encourage them
to vote for immediate passage of the Paycheck Fairness Act.

Department of Defense Authorization
This year's Department of Defense Authorization bill

would repeal the US military’s discriminatory “don't ask,
don't tell” (DADT) policy and the ban on privately funded
abortion services for women in the military and female
military dependents. Since 1993, DADT mandates that gay
and lesbian Americans can serve in the military only if they
hide their sexual orientation, which has resulted in more than
13,500 service members being dishonorably discharged. The
bill would repeal this discriminatory policy, as well as overturn
the long-standing ban on privately funded abortion services
thereby giving servicewomen access to comprehensive health
care.
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» Act Now: Call your senators and representative and
urge them to support the DOD bill that would repeal the
discriminatory “Don't Ask, Don't Tell” policy and the ban on
privately funded abortion services.

Comprehensive and Humane Immigration
Reform

In the absence of federal leadership on this issue, states
and local authorities are taking matters into their own hands
by passing increasingly harmful policies, as exemplified by
Arizona’s racial profiling law and similar measures introduced
in Utah and Tennessee. NCJW is working in coalition
with a diverse group of organizations who are calling for
comprehensive and humane immigration reform that
supports family reunification, extends a pathway to citizenship
to more individuals, ensures safe working conditions, and
addresses the educational and social needs of immigrant
children.

» Act Now: Call your senators and representative and
urge them to make comprehensive and humane immigration
reform a priority.

Gubernatorial Debate Set for October 3

This October, NCJW-Minneapolis will co-sponsor a
Gubernatorial Debate at Mount Zion Temple in St. Paul.
The event will be conveniently held on a Sunday afternoon,
October 3 at 4:00 — 6:30 p.m.

Moderator Larry Jacobs, Director of the Center
for the Study of Politics and Governance in the Hubert
H. Humphrey Institute, will ask major party candidates
for governor how they intend to improve Minnesota’s
economy and manage the State’s record budget deficit if
elected. Other co-sponsors include NCJW-St. Paul section,
Mount Zion, Jewish Community Action, Jewish Community
Relations Council and 20 other organizations.

NCJW also co-sponsored a Gubernatorial Debate
at Temple Israel in May, along with other faith-based
organizations. The candidates discussed their views on
homelessness and fielded questions from the audience.
The program also included two moving presentations by
Minnesotans who had experienced homelessness, due to
job loss or medical challenges.

Get Smart Advocacy Education
Recap: State Legislative Wrap-Up Session

On July 8,an engaged group of NCJW members
participated in our annual Legislative Wrap-Up Session.
Joining us for the second year was Professor David
Schultz of Hamline University, a nationally known political
commentator and author, and Nan Madden, director of the
Minnesota Council of Non-Profits’ Budget Project.

Professor Schultz presented the idea of politics as a
narrative with both a text and subtext, presenting issues
such as the $1 billion budget shortfall and sinking economy
as examples of text, along with Gov. Pawlenty’s posturing
for a presidential run and the mortgaging of Minnesota’s
future as examples of subtext. Madden also provided a
detailed look at the State’s financial status, and an analysis
of how the Legislature’s cuts will impact women, children
and other vulnerable members of the community.

U.S. Supreme Court 2.0. It will be held on September 20
at 7:00 p.m. at the William Mitchell College of Law, Kelley
Boardroom, located at 875 Summit Avenue in St. Paul.
Presented by William Mitchell Law School professors,
Michael Steenson and Raleigh H. Levine, the program will
address the new landscape of the U.S. Supreme Court,
its trends and philosophies, how it has evolved, how new
members are affecting its course — and what happens now.

At Washington Institute, NCJW launched Higher
Ground: NCJW’s Domestic Violence Campaign, a national
effort aimed at ending domestic violence by improving the
economic status of women.

NCJW believes that by focusing on efforts to improve
women’s economic status, we can help eradicate one of
the primary reasons that violence against women persists
— lack of financial security.

Each year, 1.3 million women experience abuse in
an intimate relationship,and | in 4 women experience
abuse over a lifetime. The campaign seeks to eliminate the
impossible choices faced by these women: stay in a violent
environment at great personal risk, or face economic ruin
because they do not have the financial resources to leave.

Grounded in the understanding that financial security
is critical to women’s safety, Higher Ground is working
to educate and mobilize advocates and supporters to
promote progressive policy solutions that champion
women’s economic autonomy.
